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Chairman’s Remarks – Coun.Chris Popham 





Dear Parishioners,





It has come as something of a surprise that my second year as Chairman of Ipplepen Parish Council has reached its conclusion.


Over the last 12 months there have perhaps been no giant leaps forward, but in conjunction with the wider community there has been steady progress consolidating and concluding a number of objectives from the 2010-14 Parish Plan.  Plans for 2 new footpaths and the provision of toilet facilities and car park at the playing field have kept us hard at it and by the time you read this we hope to have broken ground on these projects.


The enthusiasm of the community to assist in the future of the community was typified by the response to the consultation for a transport plan and the next parish plan.  Over 300 surveys were returned.  The transport plan is now in place (copies available from the Parish Clerk) and the first sign of progress on what has, up to now, been something of an intractable problem is in the offing: a review of the 20mph zone with a view to urgently making it a legally enforceable 20mph limit.


Looking forward there are a number of challenges facing our community not least the Neighbourhood Plan.  Such a plan would give our community greater self determination in certain matters relating to the potential development and expansion of the village.  Our community remains a safe place to live, a friendly place to live and has a character that is not intimately tied to a larger town, nor does it face rural isolation.  Our community should continue to have a say in the safeguarding of that character.


The concept of an Ipplepen Neighbourhood Plan is however tied to the Teignbridge Local Plan and it remains to be seen how that holds up in practice.  There is nothing to be gained by expending a lot of time, goodwill and money on behalf of the community if ultimately all we have to show is a worthless promise.  For our community the first indication of the substance of the local plan will be the determination of the proposed Foredown Road development where there are significant pros and cons hanging on the outcome.  That decision is now in the hands of the Teignbridge Planners and the outcome is uncertain. 


Ipplepen has a community spirit that is much envied and it has been a privilege to have been Chair of the Parish Council.  My thanks go to Mrs Fay Olding, the Clerk to the Council, my fellow Councillors, our District and County Councillors and all the people of the community for their help, encouragement and support.  It remains only for me to wish my successor 'fair winds and full sails'.
