a) Items from Devon County Council:-  No items received this month
b) Items from Teignbridge District Council & Teignbridge CVS: 

Teignbridge are trying to help raise awareness to their forthcoming litter campaign. You can now report anyone that you see throwing litter from their vehicle, using Teignbridge Council’s online reporting form. If you are fed up with seeing litter on the roadside, you can help keep our district tidy by reporting it at www.teignbridge.gov.uk/litter You will need to provide the vehicle registration and the time, date and location of the incident.
Teignbridge have confirmed that the Rural Skip date for next year will be on Saturday 1st February 2020, 10am – 4pm, in the layby on Biltor Road (outside the Primary School).

d) Items from the Police: Scam Information – The police will NEVER call and ask for your bank details over the phone. They will NEVER ask you to withdraw money for “safeguarding”. Please share with relatives, friends or neighbours who will not see it online and who may be vulnerable.

Other items received:
e) An email was received from the Parish Council’s accountant regarding the ‘making tax digital’ for VAT. However having contacting HMRC they will not be requesting that the Council do down the making Tax Digital route.
f) An email has been received from a parishioner who was disappointed to see people riding past their property in Silver Street in red hunt jackets, with a pack of hunt hounds off of leads. The pack of hounds ran down the pavement from Silver Street to Orley Road. The Parishioner was concerned that it would have been very frightening for anyone walking along at this time. Action – The clerk has responded to the parishioner, advising that if they see it happen again, to notify the Police on 101.
g) Ipplepen Primary School have contacted the clerk as they are having a Circus in the Primary school on Saturday 8th June 2019 between 2pm and 4pm. They have asked if there is anywhere that could provide additional parking. A couple of suggestions were made Action – Clerk to pass details on to Ipplepen School PTA. 
h) The AED pads in the memorial cabinet for the defibrillator are due to expire in May. Bruce Hooker will remind the clerk nearer to their expiry date before ordering 2 new packs. 
i) An email has been received from the neighbouring property to the Mill Centre. They have asked permission to replace the fence between their property and the Pre-School over the Easter Holiday Action – The clerk has replied as the majority of Councillors were happy for this to go ahead as well as the Pre-School. 
j) An email has been received from Toby Russell who is the Community Landing Sites Development Officer, informing the Parish Council that the night landing was used on 12th March for the first time on a HEMS call, to assist a patient nearby. Toby thanked the Parish Council for their help and support to make it possible.
k) An email has been received from a parishioner regarding the dangerous parking on East Street at the junction with Dornafield Drive East. It has become increasingly difficult to safely leave Dornafield Drive East onto East Street or Foredown Road, due to cars and vans being parked up to the junction. The parishioner has asked if yellow lines can be put along the road towards the junction to stop cars from parking so close to the junction. Action – The Parish Council will monitor the parking and Coun.Mrs.Olding will put a notice in the Parish magazine to ask the owners of vans and cars to not park to close to the junction. Coun.Dewhirst is also looking into Speedwatch and will be looking for volunteers to help keep the village at 20mph.

190) DISTRICT & COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT – Coun.Dewhirst 
County Matters

Devon County Council’s Leader, John Hart, has reacted angrily to the latest funding announcements from Government designed to provide support post-Brexit.

The Stronger Towns Fund only allocated £33m to the South West region and, having learnt yesterday that Eurotunnel has also been allocated £33m in an out-of-court settlement – deal or no deal – leaders are strongly expressing their concern to Government about the message this sends to 5.6 million residents and businesses in the South West.

Cllr Hart, Leader, Devon County Council and Chair, South West Councils, said: “Yet again the South West is the poor relation to the rest of the country. To only receive £33m – the same as Eurotunnel – from the Government pot of post-Brexit funding is bordering on insulting.   That the Government can compare the needs of people and businesses in the South West with those of Eurotunnel beggar’s belief.   No consultation or communication took place with our councils prior to the funding announcement and we are bitterly disappointed that the needs of the people of the South West are being ignored.

“Despite this lack of support and recognition from Government, Devon County are doing all we can to prepare for Brexit.   Work is taking place across Devon County Council and the region to prepare contingency plans for possible outcomes, to support communities and businesses.   We have consistently called on the Government to listen to the concerns of the people of the South West but so far there is little evidence that our voice has been heard, and time is running out.”

Super-recyclers were recognised at the sixth Recycle Devon ‘Thank You’ Awards.   The Recycle Devon ‘People’s Choice’ champion for 2019 is West Devon Borough Council collection crew Round 4.

The ‘People’s Choice’ award was part of the Awards, held at County Hall, and hosted by Matt and Victoria from Heart Radio’s breakfast show. The awards recognise those people who, under the radar, do that bit extra to help ensure Devon remains clean and green.   Recycle Devon is a partnership of 10 councils including the County Council, eight district authorities and Torbay.

As in previous years, residents nominated their ‘recycling super-hero’ in categories that included community groups, businesses and individual heroes.    The public were also asked to directly vote for their recycling hero – they could choose any of the nominees, regardless if they won a category or not. Nearly 900 votes were cast – with West Devon Council Round 4 winning a third of the vote.   The category winners are:

· Collection Crew/Operative (Recycling, Garden, Food or Refuse Collector)  – Tor 2, Torbay

· School/Educational Establishment Recycling Hero: Angela Redmond, Wynstream Primary School, Exeter

· Your Recycling Hero Child: Imogen and Neve, South Hams

· Your Recycling Hero (Friend, Family Member, or Local Recycling Champion): Matt Hulland, Exeter 

· Community Group Recycling Hero: Silver Hill Day Centre, Barnstaple

· Recycling Centre Operative staff: Nathan Tanton, Punchbowl Recycling Centre, Crediton

Nearly two thirds of teachers would support a ban on motor vehicles outside the school gates during school drop off and pick up times, new figures reveal, as 29 schools in Devon start the annual Big Pedal challenge to walk, scoot or cycle their journeys.

A YouGov poll, carried out for Sustrans, the walking and cycling charity, surveyed teaching professionals across the UK about their attitudes towards air pollution and the actions they think should be taken to improve air quality outside the school gates.

More than half (59%) of those surveyed want the Government to take urgent action to improve air quality near schools. When asked what would help bring down the levels of air pollution outside schools, just over a third of respondents (34%) thought encouraging more people to walk, scoot and cycle would help reduce toxic fumes and school road closures (26%).

The survey also revealed:

• Over half (59%) cited a lack of other routes for motor traffic as one of the main barriers to closing the road outside the school;

• Almost half of the respondents (48%) cited that driving is a more convenient option for families and is one of the biggest obstacles to more people walking, scooting or cycling the school run;

• More than one in three (36%) said they need support from parents to enact change on the school run and 27% said they need backing from local authorities;

• One in three teachers (30%) are worried about air pollution, with 43% stating idling car engines outside the school gates cause concern, while a further 63% cited it’s a concern because the school is based on or near a busy main road;

• The number of teachers concerned about air pollution near their school rose to 55% in London.

Air pollution is linked to up to 36,000 premature deaths in the UK each year and more than 2,000 schools and nurseries are near to roads with damaging levels of motor emissions.

195) NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
The Neighbourhood Plan group met on Wednesday 13th March 2019, David Kiernan from Teignbridge was also present at the meeting. Historical data for Ipplepen is needed and Coun.Rattlidge has approached the historical society for help. Teignbridge are planning to offer a neighbourhood plan “package “as a new service from May 2019. Whilst estimated costs could be in the range of £300 per day, this service would provide complete survey. Grant money is available for up to 9K and potential additional funding if designated sites are indicated for development in the final plan. 
Costing and quotes would be collated in order to apply for these grants later in the year for the next meeting on Wednesday 15th May 2019. 
Potential development sites would be available for reaction at the village show in July, and to promote a further specific more detailed meeting in the village hall, is planned for August this year, where merits of each available site can be discussed with parishioners.
